o Wwhich: Se usa para objetos o animales (ej. the card which breaks the ice... - la carta
que rompe el hielo...).
o that: Es el mas flexible, se usa para personas, animales u objetos (ej. music that we
love... - la musica que amamos...).
o Wwhose: Se usa para indicar posesion (ej. the friend whose house... - el amigo cuya
casa...).
