Adjetivos Cortos (1-2 silabas)
Son los que siguen la regla de anadir una terminacion.

o Comparativo (-er): Se afade -er al final. Significa "mas... que".
o fast (rapido) — faster (mas rapido)
o My car is faster than yours. (Mi carro es mas rapido que el tuyo).
« Superlativo (-est): Se anade -est al final y casi siempre se usa con "the". Significa "el/la
mas...".
o fast (rapido) — the fastest (el mas rapido)
o This is the fastest car in the world. (Este es el carro mas rapido del mundo).

Nota: Si el adjetivo termina en "-y", se cambia por "-ier" o "-iest" (happy — happier | the happiest).
Adjetivos Largos (3+ silabas)
Estos no cambian. En su lugar, usan una palabra extra antes del adjetivo.

« Comparativo (more): Se usa la palabra more antes del adjetivo.
o expensive (caro) — more expensive (mas caro)
o The new phone is more expensive than the old one. (El teléfono nuevo es mas caro
que el viejo).
« Superlativo (the most): Se usa la frase the most antes del adjetivo.
o expensive (caro) — the most expensive (el mas caro)
o This is the most expensive phone in the store. (Este es el teléfono mas caro de la
tienda).

Adjetivos Irregulares

Algunos adjetivos muy comunes tienen sus propias formas y no siguen ninguna de las reglas
anteriores. jEstos hay que memorizarlos!
